Named in honor of St. Peter and not Peter the Great, the founder of the city.

The name can be translated as "The City of St. Peter" . St. Petersburg, Florida  was named in
honor of St. Petersburg, Russia by Russian-born railroad builder Piotr Dementyev (Peter
Demens)
